Thursday, June 20 Fashion Show All Black Outfit: The outfit must
be all black. If you wear jeans
they must be a Wrangler pant
product. Black dress,
shirt/blouse, black
Boots/Heels/Shoes.

Western Elegance: Western
Elegance dress/skirt with
blouse and/or jacket/vest,
boots, cowboy hat, belt &
buckle.

Dress does not need to be a
leather dress.

Friday, June 21 Coronation Rehearsal
(pending if there is time to
change clothes)

Wrangler pant product with
blouse (provided sponsor
t-shirt), boots, cowboy hat,
belt, & buckle

Friday, June 21 Coronation Western Elegance dress/skirt
with blouse and/or jacket/vest,
boots, cowboy hat, belt &
buckle.

Saturday, June 22 Category Winners/All Awards

Same Western Elegance
dress/skirt with blouse and/or
jacket/vest, boots, cowboy hat,
belt & buckle that was worn for
coronation the night before.

***PLEASE NOTE***
Skirts/Dress can not be shorter than 3in above the knee.

No sleeves shorter than ¾ length
Clothing/Outfits may be worn more than once without penalty from the judges
